It Takes An Invitationé
Along the Path

One of the great privileges of our American Baptist polity is that our 
Executive Council meetings are always open to the congregation. Our 

council meetings are open to everyone. If a member has a concern that they 
want to bring to Judsonõs leadership, they are welcome to do so. 

At our last meeting, Dottie Brown presented her concerns regarding Judsonõs 
lack of growth. She spoke passionately about how growth is important to 
her and how growth is indicative of energy and of outreach to the greater 
community. Dottie þlled us in on what measures are being taken in the Growth 
Committee, but she also challenged us as the Executive Council to see this issue 
as a concern to all. At the end of the meeting, the Executive Council decided to 
set aside a major portion of next monthõs April meeting to focus on growth.

Yesterday (March 21st) in our All Church Business Meeting, the issue of growth 
was raised again regarding a collective concern about having fewer households 
to support the ministry of Judson. And, at the same time, we celebrated the 
increased commitment to Outreach. The numbers indicated that we have given 
$1,543 to support the Hrang Hlei Family, $3,942 dollars was given to Haiti 
through our One Great Hour of Sharing offering, $1,700 has been delivered to 
the Hoeÿe/Magal family in Thailand, and $300 to the Guatemala Project, and 
over $3,500 has been donated to the Deaconõs Fund which helps us meet both 
the needs of those who come to our doors seeking help, and helps us support 
those in need within our own community. At the same time, we have $88,617 
in the Friends of Judson Gift, knowing that people have two more years to 
complete their gift giving to the total of over $100,000.  And, weõve raised 
over $28,000 for our Raise the Roof Campaign to support our new roof on the 
sanctuary and the counseling ofþce remodeling due to leaks.

This is where I scratch my head. I believe that we have much to offer those 
who come through our doors. We have a renewed concern and emphasis on 
outreach. But, it often takes an invitation for someone to courageously dare to 
enter an unknown place. In the next months, Iõm hoping that we can look at 
how we might try some new patterns and discern how we may need to change 
in order to be more welcoming. We have spent a great year celebrating our 100th 
Anniversary, and now itõs time to invite others to share the journey with us as we 
live into our future.

It will be an agenda item at the April 13 executive 
council meeting and at the May 2 all-church business meeting.
